The form consists of four sections.
[bookmark: _Hlk164196918][bookmark: _Hlk164196571]The first section (I - ATHLETE INFORMATION) has to be filled in by a representative of the National Federation. The data of the athlete has to be specified in accordance with the passport or the National Identification Card. In this section the National Federation (NF) also certifies that there are no health risks and\or contra-indications for the athlete to compete in SAMBO sport discipline  and the NF keeps all the relevant medical and legal documents regarding this.
[bookmark: _Hlk164196614]The second section (II - PREVIOUS CLASSIFICATIONS) contains information on previous SAMBO classifications of the athlete, if available. This section also contains information on the international classification in other sports, if available. This section has preferably to be filled in by a representative of the National Federation. If the athlete does not have a classification, the mark "no" is placed in the appropriate box.
The third section (III - MEDICAL AND OPHTHALMOLOGICAL INFORMATION) has to be filled in by an ophthalmologist or a medical classifier. To complete this section correctly, please refer to item B (B - Medical and Technical Indications) of the Appendix.
The fourth section (IV – NATIONAL CLASSIFIER / OPHTHALMOLOGIST IDENTIFICATION) has to be filled in by a medical specialist (ophthalmologist or medical classifier), who confirms the data entered in the form. Please specify the national registration number of the medical classifier if available. 
The appendix (Appendix: MEDICAL DIAGNOSTIC FORM (MDF) FOR SAMBO ATHLETES WITH VISUAL IMPAIRMENT) contains important information related to classification.
Criteria for participation in SAMBO competitions: Eligible Visual Impairment - the permanent visual impairment, with the underlying health condition (diagnosis). Generic terms such as “low vision” and “amblyopia” alone are unacceptable for SAMBO classification. The Athlete should at least have one (1) of the following Impairments: Impairment of the eye structure; Impairment of the optical nerve/optic pathways; or Impairment of the visual cortex. Minimum Impairment Criteria - visual parameters that are determined and evaluated with the best optical correction on a better seeing eye: from the absence of light perception to visual acuity to 0.1 inclusive and / or VF equal or less than 20o diameter.
